To help improve our visibil-
ity and attract visitors, new members and preschool 
students, the Vestry has approved a plan to create a 
main entrance sign surrounded by an attractive per-
ennial garden and brick retaining wall on the grass 
island at the parking lot entrance.

While some costs are allocated in the budget, we 
also are requesting donations.  The retaining wall 
around the garden will be known as the “Welcome 
Wall.” To personalize the wall, you are invited to 
purchase a brick, which can be engraved with your 
name, initials, favorite hymn, Bible verse or other 
meaningful words, dates or numbers. You can also 
give bricks as gifts.

$60 or giving a gift of $30 or whatever you can af-
ford to help fund this project.
